THE STORY OF *“US™

The story of Bliley’s is one of rapid growth, youthful en-
thusiasm, and enviable reputation. Pride in the product, in-
tensive sales effort, concentrated engineering, employee co-
operation, and increasing demands for the new technical
product, all contribute to current success.

Quartz oscillating crystals were produced in Erie as early
as 1928, more or less as an experimental venture. In the sum-
mer of 1930, however, the manufacture of quartz crystals
was started as an actual business enterprise. The “Plant”
was located in the basement of the Bliley residence, as a
one-man organization, developing subsequently into a part-
nership of Dawson Bliley and Charles Collman.

The company continued to expand until the original quar-
ters were no longer adequate. In the spring of 1932, with six
employees, larger quarters were established. Expansion
continued at a constant rate. In June, 1942, the company
was incorporated.

Prior to Pearl Harbor a considerable portion of the business
was devoted to national defense requirements, and the En-
gineering Department followed developmental work in co-
operation with the Government and with manufacturers of
military radio equipment. When war was declared, the
facilities were converted 100% to war production, and fur-
ther expansion of personnel and equipment took place. The
Company now has several hundred employees.

The name of Bliley is known all over the world for quartz
oscillating crystals. Bliley crystals are to be found in all
branches of the Government and industry and are every-
where with our fighting forces as a part of essential radio
communications equipment.
